Do you know someone who uses a communication device? Do they need more functional opportunities to 
learn or practice using it? Chatterbox is a “Chat” group for people using communication devices. We have 
had a scavenger hunt in Prescott Valley’s entertainment district, a picnic in the park and outings to Young’s 
Farm, Antelope Lanes, and Peter Piper Pizza. Our participants get opportunities to greet new people, ask 
questions of people in the community and interact other device users and unfamiliar people. Of course,  
our group also benefits the community by creating AWARENESS and RESPECT for people who use  
communication devices and others with disabilities.  
 
All ages are welcome to join our monthly gathering in the Prescott Valley area for fun, socialization and  
community skills experiences for people with disabilities who use voice output devices to communicate. We 
ask that you bring charged communication devices. This is a gathering, not a staffed event. All device users 
and children in attendance must have their own adult supervision (parents and siblings encouraged to attend,  
habilitation/respite providers welcome).
